GROW SLOWLY LEAV ING THEM AT  R ISK

TECHN ICALLY  A  TRANSPLANT  WOULD

FARE  BETTER  THAN A  SEED ,  BUT  I TS  NOT

WORTH  THE  R ISK  UNT I L  TEMPERATURE  (OF

A IR  &  SOI L )  AND SOI L  MOISTURE

IMPROVE.
