
How to manage your
garden’s water needs  

Watering Your
Garden



Test the soil with your finger. Poke down a few

inches near the stem of the plant. A finger caked

with mud, means wet soil.

Watering in the morning offers your plants' leaves

time to dry off, avoids evaporation, and supplies 

Water plants at the base to avoid leaf damage and

potential diseases

Remember that containers and grow bags dry out

faster and will need more regular watering.

Adding a 2-to-3 inch layer of mulch can help to

keep moisture in and reduce how often you need to

water.

Brown leaf edges and/or yellow leaves can be a

sign of overwatering. Make sure you're checking

your garden needs before grabbing the hose.

Watch the weather! The more wind and sun

exposure your garden experiences, the more

watering it will need.
