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Thinning seedlings is the act of removing some of
the seedlings that were planted too close together.

This can allow the stronger plants to develop. 
 
 
 
 
 

Its important to thin your
plants to allow the

remaining ones enough
room and nutrients to

grow to their full
potential. If you are

finding you have lots of
little plants that aren't

growing much, the
problem could be space.



How to thin
 You have to be ruthless! Although it can be

tough, pulling out the extra seedlings will be
beneficial. Revisit those seed packs and see
how far the plant spacing is, rather then the

seed spacing. And then get pulling. Only leave
the plants that have enough room and watch

them grow!
